Stu-
dents will be able to take other 
visits BUT their visit will count as 
an absence (Refer to the student 
handbook to review the absentee 
policy).  Students  are instructed 
to schedule their college visits 
through the counseling office at 
least two weeks in advance so 
that the college representatives 
have the opportunity to schedule 

appointments with the appropriate 
campus personnel. 
 I will continue to try to 
communicate with parents BEFORE 
their visit is approved.  It is important 
for your students to visit the college 
campus of their choice to see if they  
are going to “fit.”  They need to be 
comfortable in their new environment 
away from home. 
 I will be doing individual 
interviews with all of the seniors 
concerning their plans for the future.  
Please don’t hesitate to call me or 
come in and see me.  The counsel-
ing office is in the Vo-Ag building and 
I look forward to meeting with you.

You can not win if you do not 
apply. 
 It is important to me to 
be able to support ALL of the stu-
dents (I would like to see every 
student receive a scholarship) so I 
will continue to remain neutral and 
not serve on any scholarship com-
mittees.  
              This is a difficult year for 
students as well as their parents 
and the only advice I can give is 
“BE PATIENT.”  This is a very 
stressful year for the seniors be-
cause of the choices they need to 
make to become a part of the “real 
world” as we working adults know it.  
 I encourage you to be 
involved in your students decisions 
but allow them to make the final 
decision and realize that they may 
come back latter on and realize that 
they may have made a mistake.  
They don’t know what the   school  
is going to be like UNTIL they ex-
perience the situation.  This is part 
of the maturing process and you will 
be amazed at how smart you as 
parents will  become overnight.
